Spacious and gracious principal rooms with crown moulding and wood trim.  Pristine 
hardwood floors on main level.

Classic, formal dining room with wainscoting and large west window with new custom

Two good sized bedrooms overlooking the backyard. West bedroom has a ceiling fan 
and built-in shelving.   

 

Modern maple kitchen features heated tile floor; new laminate counter top; Butler’s door 
off the dining room & foyer; ample cabinet space and top of the line appliances including 
a Jenn Air Dual Fuel Range; KitchenAid dishwasher and side-by-side fridge.  Added 
features are a skylight and window above the deep Franke sink.   

 

Bright, impeccable, open lower level with a separate entrance and pot lighting. Currently 
used as workshop, office space and storage. Great potential for additional living space. 

 

Private interlocking tumbled stone drive that leads to the beautifully maintained private 
backyard.   

 

Serene and secluded back garden is fully fenced off from neighbouring properties and 
offers a spacious deck/patio area, bbq nook with shed, and an in-ground pond that exists 
in harmony with the surrounding perennial garden. 

 

Schools in the area include: Swansea Jr & Sr P.S. (mid French immersion); Runnymede 
Jr & Sr P.S (early French immersion); St Pius X Catholic School;  Humberside Collegiate;
